Even when the person
was naked you couldn't see it. I also understood that you should wear it for at
least one month; otherwise it wasn't worth its money. | heard that several
Female Impersonators both here and in Europe are wearing one during the
season. They come for both males and females. One warning though, a female
wearing a male torso must not be pregnant. The reason is that it releases small
amounts of hormones that can harm the child. And guys, | saw this today and
have had no chance to discuss it with Mandy."

This came as complete surprise to them all. Everybody wanted to say
something so Brett had a hard time keeping everybody in order. When it
finally calmed down Alex came up with the ultimate solution. "Why not," he
said, "put them in full body torsos and let Ronald be the bride and Valerie the
groom. They could even go on honeymoon as the opposite gender. The
wedding would be completely legal, and it would be something they would
never forget. | bet we won't forget it either.”

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involved a man who had been transformed into a woman. | will emerge as a
man again at the end of the movie. A good friend of mine is playing the role
as the one of the culprits. We are now in the middle of the shooting, but since
this is my day off I decided to I could visit you and tell you all about the torso.
I normally don't dress this sexy; I'm even wearing a wig for the occasion. For
the role as a female police officer | have much shorter hair."

My staff will then dress them up as the
opposite gender and they will spend the night on the town according to their
new role. When they wake up on Saturday we put them straight into sedation
and dress them in torsos like the ones you've just seen. The on Sunday they
will wake up looking like their partner. | suggest you keep them that way until
the wedding and that they go to church as each other, Ronald as the bride and
Valerie as the groom. | might also offer them some small roles in a movie we
will start shooting soon.

"Furthermore | suggest you let them go through the transformation at least
one month before the wedding. That will give them more than enough time to
get familiar with their new appearance. Then in order to have the torsos made
